FREMANTLE STUDIES DAY 2012
Ron Davidson

Comparisons are never easy but it was generally agreed that the 17th Fremantle Studies Day
on Sunday 28 October was one of our best. The Studies Day was held in the collection of 1910
buildings which constitute the Artillery Barracks in Burt Street. Despite the wild weather 60
attended and the event was included in the Fremantle Festival program for 2012.

The Studies Day included two papers on the German experience during the Great War.
Professor of German Studies, Alexandra Ludewig, told how within hours of the outbreak of
hostilities a German merchant ship had been fired upon, its crew detained and quickly
internment began. The Esplanade Hotel and the Artillery Barracks were temporary internment
centres until Rottnest was chosen to hold more than 1000 Germans and Austrians. Sebastian
Boch, an Honours student from Professor Ludewig's department told of 'The Kaiser's Spy on
Queen Victoria Street'. The 'spy’' was the German consul Carl Ratazzi, who had been a
prominent Fremantle resident for two decades, and whose mansion overlooked the port.



Sebastian looked at the case against Carl
Ratazzi and the German consulate and finds
it doubtful.

There was a change of pace when Alex
Grose, a philosophy graduate and
performance artist talked of the life and
times of the Reverend James Brown, the
Anglican chaplain at the Convict
Establishment 1853-55. It was the Rev
Brown's reports to the Comptroller General
of the Convict Establishment which provided
insights into the working of the prison and
the relation between church and state.

Finally Curtin PhD student and social
geographer, Shaphan Cox, looked at the
history of Kings Square and the solutions
which had been offered to meet the
dysfunction of the space which is arguably
the 'civic heart of Fremantle'. Much of
Shaphan's research was based on a close
reading of the Fremantle Herald from 2000-
2010.

The usual excellent afternoon tea was
provided.

Don
Whittington led the club's resurrection,
against all odds. It is a fascinating story.

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VALE TOM STANNAGE

There were many sad faces when the death
of Tom Stannage was mentioned at
Fremantle Studies Day in October. Tom had
become the historian of Perth and

of ordinary people. His People of Perth was
controversial. He became known as the
opponent of privilege. He didn't write much
about Fremantle but A New History of
Western Australia which he edited has
strong contributions on Fremantle's riotous
football, its organised labour and its
indigenous origins. His major contribution for
groups like ours was an enthusiasm for what
he called ‘Talking History’ and he prepared

guides about what was needed to write
community histories and where to find

it. When | wrote High Jinks at the Hot Pool
about Perth's titillating weekly the Mirror he
often helped.

| first met Tom when | was a part-time
football writer and he was a football prodigy.
This was before the AFL invaded the West
and 55,000 attended the 1965 Grand Final
in which Tom was the star. He had an
almost magical skill of drifting unnoticed
from his flank and into the goal square. The
ball seemed to follow him there. He
captured it with a surprising leap for a small
player. Then in 1967 he stunned the Swan
Districts supporters by deciding to go to
Cambridge to do a PhD based on a
particular British General Election. 'What a
waste' said the Swan Districts supporters.
He returned, won a Commonwealth
teaching award at UWA, then went to Curtin
in 1997 where he sponsored the study of
Western Australian migration. He also - and
Fremantle supporters will never forgive him -
helped select the original Eagles player list.

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TRIBALISM AT THE BARRACKS

The Artillery Barracks in Burt Street is rich in
Fremantle tribal ritual. | thought this while
attending the annual Fremantle Studies Day
at the Barracks. In the mid-thirties Hughie
Edwards was one of the Coastal Defence
Corps gunners stationed there. There was
immediate controversy among Hughie's
friends when he was offered a scholarship
for officer pilot training at Point Cook. Is that
appropriate for a boy from White Gum
Valley, Fremantle Boys and South
Fremantle Football Club? Many said it was
not: they thought it was them and us, and
Hughie was joining 'them'.

Hughie became Air Commander Sir Hughie
Edwards VC, KCMG, CB, DSO, OBE, DFC
and Equerry to the Queen. When he came
to South Fremantle football game as State
Governor he often said that his handful of
games with South in the thirties was the
happiest time of his life. Meanwhile the great
South position player Frank 'Scranno’
Jenkins saw things differently. He was
offered a foreman's job with the then
Fremantle Harbor Trust. It meant joining
'them' and getting a big increase in pay. He
could not do it even though he was urged to
accept by Imelda Day, the no-nonsence
matriarch at the Freemasons Hotel (now the
Sail and Anchor), where South players
drank.

How Frank Jenkins became Scranno will be
told in a latter newsletter.

AN EARLY LOOK AT FREMANTLE

The State Library of Western Australia
brought off a coup when, for less than
$200,000, it recently purchased at a
Christie's art auction the diary of Mary Ann
Friend. The diary represents one of the few
eye-witness accounts of life in Fremantle
and Perth in the early days of the Swan
River settlement. The diary covers the
period January 30 to March 18, 1830, and
features life on ship and ashore. Mary
Friend's husband, Captain Mathew Friend,

was a ship's captain and Mary was travelling
with him. She makes some pertinent
observations of early days in Fremantle. In
one she complains of the soldiers' noisy
singing and drinking in nearby tents. She
also writes, 'We expected to find land but we
only found sand'.

Included in the journal are three previously
unknown watercolours of Fremantle as well
as two charts of rivers of the region which
were probably the work of Mary's

husband. The journal will be prepared for
public viewing and academic research as
soon as possible.

The purchase was assisted by funds from
the State Library Foundation and from the
Commonwealth's National Cultural Heritage
Fund.

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LOCAL HISTORY COLLECTION

Advice was received in September that the
National Library is currently digitising the
historical copies of the Fremantle Herald
1867-1886 and they will inform us when the
paper is available through Trove, their online
database. Researchers are keenly awaiting
this resource to become available
electronically.

Over the last few weeks new images have
been added to the online photograph
collection on the City’s website. Staff in the
collection are making a concerted effort to
add images as quickly as possible.

Digitisation of the analogue oral histories is
continuing and approximately 60 hours of
interviews have been added to the extensive
collection for this financial year. Interviews
are also continuing and include Norm
Wrightson, well known barber and musician
of Fremantle.

Ancestry.com is becoming more popular for
family research and staff are becoming
more familiar with the software which is
helpful for overseas and interstate family
history queries. These queries are still a
large part of the research undertaken in the
collection, closely followed by property
enquiries.

Pam Hartree had the opportunity to attend
the New Norcia Library Lecture in
September. Three interesting papers were
presented which were stimulating and
provided practical ideas on service provision
in libraries. Pam also attended some of the
papers presented at the joint Australian
Historical Archaeologists
Association/Australian Maritime
Archaeologists Association Conference
which was held in Fremantle in October
2012. Papers of interest included a paper on
a recent archaeological dig at the Fremantle
Prison and the demolition of the US Laundry
building at the Fremantle Arts Centre. There
was also a paper which looked at ways of
interpreting the history of the Robb Jetty
area and associated beach. Pam also
attended a tour of the archaeological dig at
Mt Brown. This dig is uncovering the site of
the town of Clarence which was the area
settled by Thomas Peel in the1830s.

Progress is continuing on the organisation of
the East Fremantle photographs, most have
been scanned. The next step will be to add
them to the online database.

Fremantle Ports have engaged local
architect and urban design studio, CODA, to
assist in the preparation of three ‘enabling’
plans for three precincts — the Commercial
Precinct of Victoria Quay, the areas
associated with the Fremantle Trails Station
and Pioneer Park (see plan). The City of
Fremantle and the Public Transport
Authority are also key players.

CODA is leading a team of specialists
including commercial and property analysis,
community engagement, heritage, statutory
planning and traffic engineering, to
investigate options for future developments
in these key areas. The idea of the plans is
to provide greater certainty and therefore

confidence for both public and private sector
to consider developments in this area.

Anne Brake, FHS President, is a member of
the Strategic Reference Group that has
been established to work with the
consultants. June Hutchison, also a FHS
member, is also on the SRG, representing
the Victoria Quay Taskforce. The work
includes a series of workshops as part of the
consultation process; the first was held on
Thursday 8 November and included a range
of representatives from various Fremantle
community groups as well as relevant
government departments.

There will also be community presentation
and open days in December and January.
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The three precincts bemg considered as part of
planning for Victoria Quay, the Fremantle Train
Station and Pioneer Park. (CODA)
